Multi Area Agreements 

At the Core Cities Summit, Communities Secretary Hazel Blears unveiled 13 sub-regions that are drawing up proposals to boost jobs, transport, investment and housing through greater cooperation.
The areas where Multi Area Agreements are to be implemented will enable local government to work across boundaries and deliver solutions that cover entire commuter routes, housing and employment markets. Nottingham is unfortunately not part of this first round of Multi Area Agreements.

City Council Leader Councillor Jon Collins said: “We recognise how important Multi Area Agreements can be in channelling money to be used more effectively across local authority boundaries.

“We have been keen for some time on working towards establishing a Multi Area Agreement for the Greater Nottingham conurbation and have been working with the County and District councils to this end.

“However, Multi Area Agreements are currently voluntary and unfortunately we have reached a point where we are still yet to agree.

“We are committed to developing proposals on a conurbation-wide Multi Area Agreement with our surrounding Districts and would welcome the County Council’s involvement in the partnership whenever they feel prepared to enter it.

“I welcome the encouraging support that Hazel Blears and her department are giving us in taking forward an agreement for Greater Nottingham and are delighted that the other seven Core Cities are able to take forward Multi Area Agreements in this first round.”
